Will (F18?)
e Will = promises, instant decisions, aur predictions (future guessing).

e Formula: Subject + will + verb (base form).
Hindi signals: “gIaTT”, “eh&all”, “defan”

Example:

e I will call you tomorrow. = & gd—é el Shiel HeaTT|
e It will rain today. = 37T STIRET g19TT |

Going to (FaT8?)
e Going to = plans ya intentions (soch liya hai, decide already).

e Formula: Subject + am/is/are + going to + verb.
Hindi signals: “SiTeT aTell é”, et Tl {”, T |

Example:
e Iam going to study tonight. = & 3717 I Uget aTell él
e They are going to buy a new car. = 3 518 HR TGeT AT ¢ |

%e Use HL?
(1) Will — Jab prediction, promise, ya turant decision ho.

e Don’t worry, I will help you.
(2) Going to — Jab tum plan bana ?:_Iﬁ? ho ya koi pakki niyat hai.
e I am going to visit my grandmother this weekend.
Shortcut:

e Will = Guess (andar ka jyotish baba ) or promise.



e Going to = Plan (already decide kar liya).
